· Muscle tone and reduced function in lower limbs. 
· Upper limb function with increased tone and involuntary reflexes. This interferes with purposeful movements.

· Communication  - he is unable to communicate verbally.

· Daily stretches and passive movements to maintain his joint range of movement.
